One of the first things is security & access. The new building will 
be bristling with cameras and access controlled entrances. Each member 
of the Department, and COPS members alike, will be issued proximity 
ID cards that will allow them access into the non-public portions of the 
building. The cards will also allow those who need access into the fenced 
in areas at the back of the building where we will keep the COPS patrol 
cars. We also hope to have card reader access on the “out-building”, 
which is sort of like a detached garage. That out-building will house our 
new ATV, bicycles, electric cart, and other equipment that we have ac-
quired. 

Inside the building, we will have a COPS office, and an office for 
the COPS Lieutenant to keep all of your paperwork, records, and equip-
ment. It will be similar to what we have now, only larger. 

There will be a multi-purpose room on the first floor, suitable for 
CPA meetings, department functions, COP meetings, et cetera. It is 
planned to have tables and chairs that can be set up and arranged as 
needed for the particular event. It will also have a small galley for food 
service. The second floor will house a multi-tiered classroom, with audio 
& video capabilities, and all of the necessary items to conduct classes and 
lectures. 

Most of the major details of the building have been worked out, 
but we are still working on the smaller details to make certain we cover 
all of our needs, and a lot of our “wants” as well. I will try and keep you 
up-to-date on the progress as we move along. I hope that you can all be 
present on the day we finally break ground. We will be sure and let you 
know when that will be as soon as we have some idea about the timing.
